VETERAN CHARITIES Update 09: Since Sept. 11, 2001,
charities have sprung up everywhere purporting to help vetearsd
military families. Many have evolved into reliable gps, joining
others with a proven track record of helping military fisgsiwith
financial emergencies or other needs. If you know a chstitgtk
record and want to donate, by all means — donate. But if &yclsar
unfamiliar to you, it's wise to do some checking first. Heeleral
Trade Commission and law enforcement officials in 4&sta
recently launched “Operation False Charity,” a crackdown on
allegedly fraudulent telemarketers who claimed to helgepli
firefighters and veterans. “All of us share a deegttand respect for
our law enforcement officers, firefighters and militagrvice
members,” Missouri Attorney General Chris Koster saithe joint
announcement. “The attorneys general across the countryouvill
stand idly by while greedy telemarketers take advantagebfrust
and respect.” In the past year, BBB Wise Giving Alliaraearm of
the Better Business Bureau, has received 130,000 inquirias abo
charities purporting to support police, firefighters, vaterand
service members, said Bennett Weiner, the alliantgés operating
officer.  The bulk of inquiries have been about vetaraharities,
Weiner said. “Usually it's the reverse — police andfifjieter
charities generate more inquiries.” Here’s one exampléngfyou
should check out a charity before donating. In a complaintified
U.S. District Court in the Central District of Califoa, the FTC
claims that three nonprofit groups were formed mostlinthe
pockets of the defendants and the fundraising companies thdy hire
The complaint states telemarketers are paid about 89%94twf the
funds they raise. All three — American Veterans Reliefrfeation
Inc. (AVRF); Coalition of Police and Sheriffs Inc.; ané&bled
Firefighters Fund — use the same address. AVRF did nohredlls
seeking comment. A number of groups use names that souncfamili
or feature words such as “veterans” or “military faes!” But that
alone does not mean the group is legitimate or that youtidona
would go to a veteran or military family. In additionusing the
word “veterans” in its name, AVRF told donors it wasirgjsnoney
to support families through a program called “Operation &lom
Front,” the FTC says. In fact, the FTC said, the grogmispirtually
no money helping military families and is not connectetti¢o
genuine nonprofit Operation Homefront Inc., a national orgéoiza
with 30 chapters that does support families of troops apiised by
watchdog groups. If you, as a service member, familylnee or
veteran, suspect wrongdoing by a charity, you should coydact
state attorney general’s office, Weiner said. “Pulhimplaints are
probably one of the most important triggers for an ingagitn,” he
said. If you believe you haven't been treated fairly biarity, you
can file an online complaint with the BBB Wise Givingiafice at
www.bbb.org/us/charitgr write BBB Wise Giving Alliance, 4200
Wilson Blvd., Suite 800, Arlington, VA 22203. Be as spedific
possible. The alliance forwards complaints to the chaoity f
response, and they generally are responsive, he saidf tBete is a
pattern, we can alert other people through our reportsaide If you
believe you've been wronged, Weiner said, “there are péojielp
address complaints, at no charge.”

First, thebasic uniform is the cover
(that’s the thing you put on your head.) It
looks like this. The color for detachments
is red, department officers wear red and
gold and national officers wear gold (see
pic.) Simple. If you get to be National
Commandant, you wear white, but don’t
worry about that for awhile. Nothing is
plnned on there but the EGA on the left side with enclanad
MCL logo. On the right is a strip (or embroidered om}isty
detachment name and office held. If you're a life manybe
get another strip. If you're a Devil Dog, that patch goes
there, too, That's it. Don’t you dare pin anything elsdtere

or we’ll laugh and giggle and point fingers at you. When you
are wearing the cover you are in uniform. Everything eise |
makes you look better.

There are three types of full uniformgasual, summer
undress, winter undressandformal. (Undress doesn’t
mean no clothes.) Theasual uniformlooks like this picture.
Look carefully, Steve is wearing .

the red blazer, with MCL crest on
pocket, white shirt, black tie and
black trousers. The Devil Dog
ribbon, with dog tag, is worn
around the neck. (A MQY ribbon
can be worn if you earned it; not |
together) There are just two pins | |
on his lapel. (The full uniform
code will tell you which ones) Up
to three large medals may be wor
with this uniform. (revision, 2008)
Black belt with MC buckle or
ratchet belt, black socks and blac i
shoes, plain toe, (shiny) complete this uniform. Makes you
look proud to be a League m er, doesn’t it? Don’t
improvise. (There is no nagé ording to Nationgl

Next one is thesummer undress You wear this one when it's
too hot for the casual or when the Commandantsay$he
short sleeve shirt is aviation style with epaulets &vo flap
pockets. The MCL sunbursts are worn on the collar.
(Remember, inboard and outboard.
Anchors point left and right.) The
MCL patch is worn on the left
sleeve, and if you are a MODD
member, you wear that patch on the
right sleeve. (American flag, if you
are not a Devil Dog). Either service
ribbonsor MCL ribbons, but not

both and don’t you dare mix ‘em.
Name tag goes over right pocket. Blue trousers with NCO red
stripe or optional black trousers. With blue trousers, the
USMC web belt is worn. MODD dog tag is optional. That’s it

Next uniform is theavinter undress. Same rules apply, except
the sleeves are long and a black tie is worn. (in tide3okps,
we called 'em field scarves). Make sure the tie clasgC or
MCL. Same rules for ribbons ‘n such.

Now comes théormal uniform there are two variations: The
red blazer or the red mess jacket. With either orf@r,naal
white shirt is worn. It is
pleated, no ruffleandregular
collar. Black military style
bow tie (yes thereis a
difference.) and gold
cummerbund or gold vest.
Black tuxedo trousers
or just plain black. New
regulations adopted at the
2008 convention allow blue
trousers
with red i
NCO stripe to be worn with the red mess
jacket butNOT with the red blazer. Get
it? Miniature medals are worn on the left
lapel. Regulations say large medals may |
be worn with the mess jacket, but |
miniature medals on both uniforms look
best. Remember, service or MCL but not
both. The rest of the uniform is the same
as all uniforms (shoes, etc.) If you
follow pictures you can’t go wrong.
(except the name tag on the guy to the lefl.
Jeez, we know who you are.. Remember, laughing, giggling
and finger-pointing if you don’t dress properly.)

There is one more variation uniform and it is catteel
ceremonial uniform. It is to be worn only

at what the name implies-eeremony— as

in color guard. It is not to be worn at
meetings or gatherings of good ole boys.
The uniform consists of khaki shirt, either
short sleeve or long. Khaki tie with MC
clasp with long sleeve. Sunbursts are worn
on the collar and all the other patches that
are worn on the white shifException!—
ONLY MCL ribbons are allowed on this
uniform, not service! Trousers are blue
with NCO red stripe. (No black) Use
discretion. When we were Marines, we
looked like Marines. Maybe we changed a
bit as we got older and a little heavier. Let’s
not look too much like active duty Marines and make the
public think the Marine Corps have lowered its standards.



Female Members
All the same rules apply for female members asdqradches,
medals ‘n such. If you don’t remember, go back and check.
Cover (remember, that thing goes on your head) may be
female or male style. Still the basic uniform. Thees@al
women’s blazer is understandably a little differenthvjiist
two MCL buttons on the front and three on the sleeve.

It is worn with a white USMC blouse or
plain white shirt. Shown is black Marine
Corps style cross-ové@R tie, black with
clasp. Black skirt should be straight (length
1-2” below knees, just like in the Corps).
Trousers may be worn in lieu of skirt, if
you're so inclined. If you're wearing the
dress blues with the casual uniform, the
USMC style, long or short sleeves is
preferably worn. Shoes, black, plain toe,
pumps (with skirt) or shoes, black, plain
toe, women'’s oxfords with trousers. Hose,
nylon, black with pumps or black socks
with trousers. Here’s where we really get
you gals—earrings, optional (you choose)
shall be white pearls or gold ball not bigger
than 9mm. They gotta fit tight to the ear
and no dangling below the earlobe.

Associate membersiniform code for both male and female
have all the same restrictions with
the following exceptions: The left
sunburst is worn on the cover in
lieu of the EGA and MCL
insignia on collars, where
applicable. Flag patch may be
worn on right shoulder and the
MCL Associate one on the left.
No blazer crest has been approved
yet. It's gotta be done at National
Convention. Oh yeah, the dress

? blue trousers may be worn with
undress and dress uniform lithout the red NCO stripe.
